LOCAL AREA NETWORK (LAN)

The Rock Island Arsenal consists of 15 miles of Single/Multimode fiber that serves over 70 buildings located on a 20-acre campus.  The ATM backbone includes eight area distribution nodes (ADN) each containing a Cisco System LS-1010 with 3 OC-12 622MB connections distributed in a basic star topology for redundancy.  The infrastructure consists of ATM, LAN Emulation, shared and switched Ethernet and fiber distributed data interface communications topologies.  Each ADN is attached to a Cisco Series 7000/7500 Router with a 155Mb OC-3 connection.  There are approximately 7,000 LAN ports supported.  The UpLink to the user Nodes from the ADN consists of a combination of 155Mb OC-3 connections to Cisco Systems Catalyst 2900 and/or 5000/5500 Series Switched Ethernet Hubs, along with some Hubs connected off of the Cisco 7000/7500 Series Routers with 10MB Shared Ethernet.  Buildings have individual Internet Protocol (IP)/Transmission Control Protocol (TCP/IP) Sequenced Packet Exchange/Internet Packet Exchange (SPX) SubNets supporting each floor and wing.  Desktop users have access to 10/100Mb Ethernet, Shared Ethernet and/or Fast Ethernet based on their requirements.

Remote access to the Network is accomplished in two ways based on customer location.  Off-post users can dial-in to either a Cisco 5200 Terminal Server, or a Shiva LAN Rover with connection speeds up to 56Kbs.
