The Army Field Support Command (AFSC) and Joint Munitions Command (JMC) have initiated an extensive study to review all acquisitions within the bomb program, excluding fuzes, explosive fill and Load, Assembly & Pack (LAP).  This study entails detailed businesses cases along with industry input to determine the most effective and efficient method to procure all the end items and components.

Many options are being considered such as grouping items with similar traits and/or manufacturing processes to possibly obtain the economies of scale.  A systems integration approach is also being considered.  We have currently issued several sources sought documents detailing some of our ideas for the combined groupings.  Through these postings, we are soliciting industry’s input to the applicability and implementation.  In conjunction with this input, an “Industry Day” for Bomb Fins (Nov 3) and Bomb Bodies/Empty Cases (Nov 4) will be held to provide additional details and answer questions to interested parties.
