1.  SITUATION.

1.A.  WITH THE CONCLUSION OF DECISIVE COMBAT OPERATIONS (PHASE III),

DOD AND NON-DOD CIVILIAN PERSONNEL, AS WELL AS, CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL

AND SELECTED IRAQI NATIONALS.  ALTHOUGH DECISIVE COMBAT OPERATIONS

MAY HAVE ENDED IN IRAQ, SIGNIFICANT THREATS REMAIN FROM REGIME

THROUGH THE CONUS REPLACEMENT CENTERS AT FORTS BENNING, SILL, AND

BLISS; AND THE FDC  AT FORT BELVOIR AND IN THEATER, IN SUPPORT OF

CENTCOM AND THE COALITION PROVISIONAL AUTHORITY.

3.  CONCEPT OF THE OPERATION.
