US ARMY FIELD SUPPORT COMMAND (AFSC)/JOINT MUNITIONS COMMAND (JMC) MANAGEMENT CONTROL PLAN (MCP) GUIDE

1.  AR - This column lists the governing regulations in numeric order.  The only exceptions are the AFSC developed evaluations, which are simply numbered and found at the end of the MCP.

2.  FISCAL YR 03, 04, 05, 06, 07 - This is the 5-year schedule for conducting management control evaluations.  If we have not annotated a fiscal year, the checklist is not yet available and therefore, we have not scheduled the evaluation.  

3.  EVAL CHECKLIST – We have placed an entry in this column if the Army proponent has published an evaluation checklist in the basic regulation.

4.  PUBL - Y means the checklist is available, either in the basic regulation, or through management control or functional channels.  N means the checklist is not yet available.  NA means that the evaluation is conducted using an alternate method rather than a checklist, usually an existing inspection or review process.

5.  ALTERNATIVE EVALUATION/COMMENTS – This column describes the alternative methods of evaluation. It also provides any comments generally on the evaluation’s location on a website and hyperlink to the website. 

6.  HQ, GOGO, DEPOT, AFSC/JMC Subord, DAC, Large GOCO, Small GOCO -  Please be aware that these columns represent our “best guess” as to whether an evaluation is applicable to a certain type installation. The Large GOCO column refers to the following installations: Hawthorne Army Depot, Holston Army Ammunition Plant, Iowa Army Ammunition Plant, Lake City Army Ammunition Plant, Lone Star Army Ammunition Plant, Milan Army Ammunition Plant and Radford Army Ammunition Plant. The Small GOCO column refers to the following installations: Kansas Army Ammunition Plant, Riverbank Army Ammunition Plant, Scranton Army Ammunition Plant, Mississippi Army Ammunition Plant and Louisiana Army Ammunition Plant.  This “guess” is based on information provided by Headquarters elements and your organization in the past.  A particular evaluation may no longer apply.  We are relatively confident in the information for all levels of organization.  Also, some evaluations apply to only one or two depots, GOGOs, etc.  If an evaluation applies to any depot or GOGO, we placed an “x” in the corresponding column.  The accuracy of this section of the AFSC/JMC MCP should improve once we incorporate your feedback on applicability.

7.  HQ PROPONENT - This column is the responsible Headquarters AFSC/JMC functional proponent office for this evaluation.

8.  EVALUATION FREQUENCY - This column describes the how often the evaluator should do the evaluation.  The HQ AFSC/JMC functional proponent office determined the frequency.
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
